The request posed by the apostles in the gospel for this weekend the twenty
seventh Sunday" Increase my Faith" is a request that many of us make
several times during our lives. Just as parish is about people and building a
community of faith, every activity undertaken by a parish community is
about living our faith in Christ. The central calling for each of us is to be a
sign of Christ present in our world and a bearer of the good news of the
Gospel for the people of the 21st century in Ballincollig. We are called to be
a people of faith and courage; Christ re -assures us "Know that [ am with you
always."

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THE SUNDAY READINGS
First Reading: Habakkuk 1:2-3; 2:2-4
In the first reading, Habakkuk cannot understand why God
does not intervene to save his chosen people from their ene-
mies. God himself gives the answer: they need faith.

Second Reading: 2 Timothy 1:6-8, 13-14
In the second reading, Timothy, a bishop in the early Church,
is told to bear witness to his faith.

Gospel: Luke 17:5-10

Parents often live this Gospel well. Better than most people,
they know what it means to "serve" without expecting a re-
ward. For many, parenthood is reward enough. Jesus ex-
plained to the disciples in this passage that service was a re-
quirement of discipleship. When the disciples asked how
they could have more faith, Jesus explained that faith was a
gift. Faith is not something we control, but only something
we can appreciate as a gift from God. To show our apprecia-
tion, however, Jesus demonstrated through a lesson of ser-
vice how we could show our thankfulness to God for the gift
of faith. When we share our faith with others and demon-
strate it by showing the love of God to those we meet, we
proclaim our gratitude.
