Heavenly Father, help us to be witnesses by our 
lives to the real presence of Christ in our world, 
the Christ who died for our sins and was raised 
from the dead for our Salvation.  We ask this 
through Christ Our Lord. 
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Lift up the light of your face on us, O Lord. 

There are two types of people – those who make profitable use of what has been 
entrusted to them and those who do not. All have been entrusted with natural 
abilities (talents) that can be improved upon; and all will be judged on how 
profitably they have used them. 
 
The spiritual meaning of the parable of the talents is that we have been entrusted 
with spiritual gifts and graces and must give an account of what we have done 
with them. Since these gifts and graces have been given according to our ability, 
we need make no comparisons between others and ourselves. What are these gifts 
and graces? We have received the gift of faith to believe in Christ, together with 
the grace to pray, read the scriptures with understanding, and receive in faith 
Christ’s life-giving Body and Blood in the Eucharist. These are the spiritual 
talents entrusted to us. 
 
The gift of faith grows as we exercise it. We exercise our faith by turning to the 
Lord for help, strength, courage, perseverance and wisdom. As we turn to him in 
faith he gives us these things in abundance – and we grow. We grow both in our 
faith and in our relationship with the Lord by exercising the gift of faith given to 
us. If we are not exercising our faith, it will quietly wither away. 
 
Similarly the life of grace develops within us as we practice it. We have been 
given gifts of grace so that we can pray, read God’s Word with understanding, 
and celebrate the sacraments with faith. As we exercise these gifts of grace, we 
receive the life of the Spirit and gradually, by the action of the Holy Spirit, we 
become more conformed to the likeness of Christ. Through our perseverance and 
continual recourse to these spiritual and sacramental graces we are gradually, 
almost imperceptibly, being changed. Only by looking back shall we see how we 
have grown. 
 
The talents entrusted to us grow because we use them. Jesus’ saying ‘For to every 
one who has will more be given, and he will have abundance; but from him who 
has not, even what he has will be taken away.’ (Matt. 25:29) tells us this. We 
need to take one step at a time in order to reach the end of our spiritual journey. 
Our growth is progressive – we are either moving forward by exercising our faith 
and letting our spiritual gifts and graces remain unused. 
 
‘Lord, thank you for the talents you have given me. 
Make me bear an abundant harvest so that I may be your “good and faithful 
servant”.’ 

Thought for Today 
When people called for Barabbas rather than Jesus to be released, 
they had ‘no idea what they were really doing’. Now in the light 

of his rising from the dead they should see the truth clearly. Easter 
can lead us to see our lives differently. Having celebrated the 

powerful, merciful love of God at Easter, perhaps we are ready to 
receive the sacrament of Penance.

THE SUNDAY READINGS 
First Reading: Acts 3: 13-15, 17-19  
In this speech to the Jews, St. Peter aims primarily that 
Our Lord is the Messiah whose sufferings were foretold by 
the Prophet Messiah. He wishes to prove that Jesus, in 
spite of his crucifixion was the Messiah. Peter consoles the 
Jews with the thought that they had no idea as to whom 
they were putting to death. Now, however, they are being 
told so the time has come for them to ask forgiveness for 
their sins. 
 
Second Reading: 1 John 2: 1-5 
The Apostle urges his readers to be very careful to avoid 
sin; yet he knows the weakness of human nature and holds 
out the hope of pardon to the sinner because we have an 
advocate with the Father, one who intercedes for us and 
for the whole world. Christ exercises this office of advo-
cate for sinners by continually offering the merits of his 
passion and death on their behalf. 
 
Gospel: Luke 24: 35-48 
When Luke set out to write his Gospel he said that he 
would put all things 'in order'. With these last words of Je-
sus he welds together what was foretold in Scripture with 
the mission of the Apostles in the future.  Christ had to 
suffer for the sins of men but as the Messiah he had to rise 
again and give to the Apostles the power to forgive sins 
and bring liberation to mankind.
